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AS WE GATHER

That God has authority is not always in question, but how God uses His authority so often
confuses and confounds us. Such is the way of mercy. We instinctively believe that mercy
should be reserved for those who deserve it, but God shows His mercy even to those who
reject it. The tenants in Jesus’ parable treat the servants of the vineyard owner shamefully,
and yet he sends his own son. Is this not the story of the world since Adam and Even rebelled
against God? Yet even as we rejoice in God's mercy, we realize that the rejection of His mercy
is not without consequence and those who reject the cornerstone will be crushed by it on the

day of judgment.

handed. "'And he sent another servant. But they also beat and treated him
shamefully, and sent him away emspty-handed. °And he sent yet a third. This one
also they wounded and cast out. Then the owner of the vineyard said, 'What shall
| do? | will send my beloved son; perhaps they will respect him." *But when the
tenants saw him, they said to themselves, ‘This is the heir. Let us kill him, so that
the inheritance may be ours.’ "And they threw him out of the vineyard and killed
him. What then will the owner of the vineyard do to them? ®He will come and
destroy those tenants and give the vineyard to others.” When they heard this, they
said, "Surely not!” ""But he looked directly at them and said, “What then is this that
is written: ‘The stone that the builders rejected has become the cornerstone'?
BEveryone who falls on that stone will be broken to pieces, and when it falls on
anyone, it will crush him.""The scribes and the chief priests sought to lay hands on
him at that very hour, for they perceived that he had told this parable against
them, but they feared the people. °So they watched him and sent spies, who pre -

" tended to be sincere, that they might catch him in something he said, so as to de

liver him up to the authority and jurisdiction of the governor.
