AS WE GATHER

Many grumbled when Jesus said, “| am the bread of life” (John 6:35). Perhaps we
grumble as well. We are always looking for God to meet our expectations and to answer
our needs as we see best. But we meet the Lord where He reveals Himself—from a
manger that cradles the Son of God in flesh and blood to a cross on which the King dies
to free His people from their sin, down to bread that promises His flesh and a cup, His
blood. Where we will meet Him on the ground of faith, He will not leave us wanting. He
will bestow upon us far more than we ask or dare to desire—the communion of His body
and blood for the forgiveness of our sins and as pledge of the eternal life to come. What
a blessed mystery is given to us by faith.
