AS WE GATHER 
 
We are blessed with many freedoms in this country. We have freedom of speech. We 
have freedom of religion, with the freedom to assemble. We live in the “land of the free 
and the home of the brave.” It is easy to rely on our citizenship for proof of our freedom. 
In that way, we are like the Jewish people at the time of Jesus. They relied on their 
Abrahamic lineage for freedom, recalling the covenant God made with Abraham and his 
descendants. While these national freedoms are great blessings, in the Holy Gospel, 
Jesus points out that for true freedom, one must be free from slavery to sin. Only in 
Christ is anyone truly free.

you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, I 
therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the T Son and 
of the Holy Spirit.

Epistle Romans 3:19–28 
 
19Now we know that whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under the law, so 
that every mouth may be stopped, and the whole world may be held accountable to 
God. 20For by works of the law no human being will be justified in his sight, since through 
the law comes knowledge of sin. 21But now the righteousness of God has been 
manifested apart from the law, although the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it— 
22the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is 
no distinction: 23for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24and are justified 
by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25whom God put 
forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received by faith. This was to show God’s 
righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over former sins. 26It was 
to show his righteousness at the present time, so that he might be just and the justifier 
of the one who has faith in Jesus. 27Then what becomes of our boasting? It is excluded. 
By what kind of law? By a law of works? No, but by the law of faith. 28For we hold that 
one is justified by faith apart from works of the law.

35The slave does not remain in the 
house forever; the son remains forever. 36So if the Son sets you free, you will be free 
indeed.”

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Nicene Creed  
 
C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth and of all 

things visible and invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten 
Son of God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of 
Light, very God of very God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with 
the Father, by whom all things were made; who for us men and for our 
salvation came down from heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the 
virgin Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us under Pontius 
Pilate. He suffered and was buried. And the third day He rose again according 
to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of the 
Father. And He will come again with glory to judge both the living and the 
dead, whose kingdom will have no end. And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the 
Lord and giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the 
Father and the Son together is worshiped and glorified, who spoke by the 
prophets. And I believe in one holy Christian and apostolic Church, I 
acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins, and I look for the 
resurrection of the dead and the life T of the world to come. Amen.
