AS WE GATHER

Some people believe they are blessed when they receive a good cup of coffee or when
they look good in their swimsuits. While these may be blessings, we are truly blessed
because we are God's children who are guided, guarded, protected, and provided for by
our Good Shepherd. Our heavenly Father has claimed and cleansed us in the waters of
Baptism. As God's children, we are saints now and forever—not because of anything we
have done or will do but because of Jesus. Jesus begins His Sermon on the Mount by
listing how and when we are blessed. Jesus richly blesses us saints in this life and in the
one yet to come.

We justly deserve Your
present and eternal punishment. For the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, have
mercy on us. Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in Your
will and walk in Your ways to the glory of Your holy name. Amen.

Silence for reflection on God’s Word and for self-examination.

P} Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake forgives
you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, |
therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the *I Son and
of the Holy Spirit.
