AS WE GATHER

The stores are processing gift returns, but we dare not return our greatest Christmas
gift—our Lord Jesus! God is gracious and forgiving, remembering His promises. He leads
us, as we hear He did for the Israelites in the Old Testament Reading. We need no one
else, as we are God's dear children, which Paul reminds us in the Epistle. It is not that we
do not have enemies—even Joseph had to figure out what to do—but we have Jesus
with us. It is still Christmas.
