AS WE GATHER

Traditionally, the Fourth Sunday in Lent has been known as Laetare Sunday, from the
Latin Introit Laetare Jerusalem: "Rejoice with Jerusalem, and be glad for her” (Isaiah
66:10). Though still in the penitential season of Lent, this Sunday is a relaxation from
normal Lenten discipline. Flowers may appear, and ministers may wear rose-colored
vestments as a lighter shade of violet. Today's service is inspired by the Old Testament
Reading of Isaiah, the First Song of Isaiah: “Sing praises to the Lord, for He has done
gloriously; let this be made known in all the earth” (Isaiah 12:5). Today we take that
admonition literally as not only the liturgy is sung but also the Readings are expanded
with hymn stanzas. “Shout, and sing for joy, O inhabitant of Zion, for great in your midst
is the Holy One of Israel” (Isaiah 12:6). In the joy of the faithful father in Jesus’ parable of
the prodigal son, the forgiveness of our sin and reconciliation with God as His baptized
sons and daughters, well, it just makes you want to sing! So we shall!

Holy Gospel Luke 15:1-3, 11b-32

2And the
Pharisees and the scribes grumbled, saying, “This man receives sinners and eats with
them.” 3So he told them this parable: . .. “There was a man who had two sons. ?And the
younger of them said to his father, ‘Father, give me the share of property that is coming
to me.” And he divided his property between them. >Not many days later, the younger
son gathered all he had and took a journey into a far country, and there he squandered
his property in reckless living. And when he had spent everything, a severe famine
arose in that country, and he began to be in need. °So he went and hired himself out to
one of the citizens of that country, who sent him into his fields to feed pigs. '"°And he was
longing to be fed with the pods that the pigs ate, and no one gave him anything. '"“But
when he came to himself, he said, 'How many of my father’s hired servants have more
than enough bread, but | perish here with hunger!

And bring the fattened calf and
kill it, and let us eat and celebrate. **For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was
lost, and is found. And they began to celebrate. *"Now his older son was in the field,
and as he came and drew near to the house, he heard music and dancing. ®And he
called one of the servants and asked what these things meant. 2’And he said to him,
"Your brother has come, and your father has killed the fattened calf, because he has
received him back safe and sound.’
