The Day of Pentecost
May 24, 2026

AS WE GATHER

The arrival of the Holy Spirit is a day of celebration. This is a day to rejoice in promises
kept and anticipate greater things to come. Today's festival is a bridge for the church. It
connects the commemoration of the life of Christ (through Advent, Christmas, Epiphany,
Lent, and Easter) to the season centered on our life in Christ, beginning with Pentecost.
The festival's signature red color reminds us of the fiery arrival of the Spirit, the Spirit's
ongoing work as the heartbeat of Christ’'s church, and the blood shed by believers past
and present as they proclaim the crucified, risen, and ascended Christ.

For the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, have
mercy on us. Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in Your
will and walk in Your ways to the glory of Your holy name. Amen.

P} Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake forgives
you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, |
therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the I Son and
of the Holy Spirit.

Epistle Acts 2:1-21

and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. °Now there
were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation under heaven. °And
at this sound the multitude came together, and they were bewildered, because each
one was hearing them speak in his own language. "And they were amazed and
astonished, saying, “Are not all these who are speaking Galileans? 8And how is it that

all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall
see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams; '®even on my male servants and
female servants in those days | will pour out my Spirit, and they shall prophesy. And
| will show wonders in the heavens above and signs on the earth below, blood, and
fire, and vapor of smoke; 2°the sun shall be turned to darkness and the moon to
blood, before the day of the Lord comes, the great and magnificent day. 2'And it
shall come to pass that everyone who calls upon the name of the Lord shall be
saved.”
