Invocation Pastor Scott:  In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit.  
People: Amen. Lord, have mercy. Christ, have mercy. Lord, have mercy.  
 
Lord’s Prayer Pastor Scott 
Our father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, thy kingdom come, 
thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; 
and forgive us our trespasses  
as we forgive those who trespass against us;  
and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  
For thine is the kingdom and the power and the glory  
forever and ever.

Pastor Scott: We will glory in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.  
People: In whom is our salvation, our life and Resurrection?

First Station:  Cate Bond 
Narrator: We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.  
People: Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.  
 
Narrator:   
It was just before the Passover Festival.  
Jesus knew that the hour had come for him to leave this world  
and go to the Father.  
Having loved his own who were in the world,  
he now showed them the full extent of his love.  
The evening meal was being served. Jesus knew that the Father had put 
all things under his power and that he had come from God and was 
returning to God.

Second Station : Ella Bond 
Narrator: We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.  
People: Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.  
 Narrator:  
When evening came, Jesus was reclining at the table with the Twelve. And 
while they were eating, he said, “Truly I tell you, one of you will betray me.” 
They were very sad and began to say to him one after the other, “Surely 
you don’t mean me, Lord?” Jesus replied, “It is one of the Twelve. The Son 
of Man will go just as it is written about him.

Just as he was speaking, Judas, one of the Twelve, was leading a 
detachment of soldiers, some officials from the chief priests and the 
Pharisees. They were armed with swords and weapons. Judas approached 
Jesus to kiss him, but Jesus asked him, “Judas, are you betraying the Son 
of Man with a kiss?” Going at once to Jesus, Judas said, “Rabbi!” and 
kissed him. 
That was the signal; the soldiers seized Jesus and arrested him. Then one 
of those standing near drew his sword and struck the servant of the high 
priest, cutting off his ear. “Put your sword back in its place,” Jesus said to 
him, “for all who draw the sword will die by the sword. Do you think I cannot 
call on my Father, and he will at once put at my disposal more than twelve 
legions of angels? But how then would the Scriptures be fulfilled that say it 
must happen in this way?” “No more of this!” And he touched the man’s ear 
and healed him.  
Then the soldiers and the religious officials bound and arrested Jesus and 
led him away to the house of the high priest.

Fourth Station: Charlie Faso 
Narrator: We adore you, O Christ, and we praise you.  
People: Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.  
Narrator:  
Those who had arrested Jesus took him to Ki-a-fus the high priest,  
where the teachers of the law and the elders had assembled.  
But Peter followed him at a distance, right up to the courtyard of the high 
priest. He entered and sat down with the guards to see the outcome.  
The chief priests and the whole Sanhedrin had been scheming for days, 
looking for evidence against Jesus so that they could put him to death.  
They were the ones who paid Judas to betray Jesus.  
Many testified falsely against him, but their statements did not agree. Then 
some stood up and gave this false testimony against him: “We heard him 
say, ‘I will destroy this temple made with human hands and in three days 
will build another, not made with hands.’” Yet, even then, their testimony 
did not agree.
